of Welfare Activities undertaken by 

Amba Foundation at its Centers in Delhi, India

Health Center Activities:

For the period 1st April 2006 to 30th June 2006 , 2,460 patients have been treated by our doctor at the health center/dispensary. The patients coming from poor communities living in urban slums around our Health Centre were treated for a variety of diseases such as fevers& infections, bronchitis, allergies, liver aliments and aches & pains. Some of the case studies of patients is given below.
Irfan a 21 year old young man came to our health center complaining of breathlessness. He suffered from wheezing of the lungs and this attack came on during the evenings. He was given medication but in spite of it he did not show much improvement and the attacks continued. On closer questioning by the doctor it was discovered that Irfan use to work in the grain wholesale market and had to carry heavy weights during evening time and the breathless attacks always came on later in the evening.
The doctor advised him complete rest for few weeks along with medication and breathing exercises to strengthen his lungs.

A six month old infant Rahul was brought to the center with complaints of cough and asthmatic symptoms. He had been given treatment for asthma and was also put under nebulizer but his condition did not improve. The doctor advised blood tests for the child. The tests showed low level of oxygen in his blood. He was treated for this condition and after a week the child’s condition improved and soon he had normal breathing and was playing  around like other infants.
Education Center Activities:

The Children attending the education center are in the age group 4-14 years. Majority of the children are school going while some of them have never been to school and only attend our Center.

The period April to June is usually fun time for the children. Children start new classes, there is less pressure of studying and the children get a long summer break during this time. During this period we at the Amba Education Center conduct a number of interesting workshops for the children such as Art & Craft Workshops, English speaking workshops, Computer Workshops & Dance & Drama workshops. The idea is to help them learn through fun & games.
This time during the Art & Craft workshop 60 children were taught the art of paper folding and how to make decorative products from waste materials.

The older children attended English speaking workshop.20 boys & girls attended this 4 weeks workshop. The response of the children was very encouraging and they prepared a small play in english at the end of the workshop. Some of the case studies of the children are given below.

Jyoti & Naina aged 9 and 11 years old are sisters who attended the Art & craft workshop this summer. They made different types of birds by folding colored paper and then hung them with strings and small bells to make a wind chime. They also learnt to make paper flowers and rag dolls with waste material.
Mehmood age 14 attended our English speaking workshop. He usually goes to his village during the summer holidays but this time he was so keen to learn English that he decided to stay back while his brother and mother left for the village. He is a hard working student at our center and picked up a lot of new english words and sentences during the workshop.

Hari Lal aged 13 years lives in the slum cluster near our health center. He too was very excited to learn English during the holidays and while his friends went to play cricket he was more interested to participate in the English workshop and learn to express himself in small simple sentences.

A ‘Life Skills’ workshop was conducted for young boys of 8-12 years age. This workshop was sponsored and conducted by YMCA of India and 20 boys from our center attended this workshop. The boys were taught how to keep themselves clean, how to concentrate on their work/studies , help their parents and keep the environment clean and plant a tree near their house.
