Quarterly Report (October 2005-December 2005)

of Welfare Activities undertaken by 

Amba Foundation at its Centers in Delhi, India

Health Center Activities:

For the period 1st October to 31st December 2,378 patients have been treated by our doctor at the health center/dispensary. The patients coming from poor communities were suffering from a variety of diseases such as skin infections, viral fevers & infections, bronchitis, allergies, liver aliments and aches & pains.
The patients visiting our Center are not only poor but illiterate also. Often they do not have proper knowledge of the problems and how the treatment has to be done. Our Counselors help and guide such patients to understand the disease and follow the treatment correctly. Some of the case studies of patients are given below.

One of the patients Khushi Ram age 72 years had been suffering from chronic asthma. Because of his aliment he was unable to do any work. He took treatment from  the  Doctor at our Centre for over two months and has been cured of his breathing problem. 

Another patient, a young man of 22 years had met with an accident some time ago in which the fingers of his right foot had been damaged. In spite of treatment given at the area hospital the fingers were not healing properly. His foot was given medicated dressing daily at our Centre along with medicines. He took treatment for nearly a month and his wounds have healed well now.

A ten year old child Pradeep was diagnosed with multiple infections by the Doctor. After treatment at our Centre the child is well and back to school.

Another patient, 45 year old Ibayan Ali was suffering from eczema ,which is a skin disease, for which he took treatment at our Centre and now is well and back to his work.

Education Center Activities:

The Children attending the education center are in the age group 4-14 years. Majority of the children are school going while some of them have never been to school and only attend our Center.

The children are divided into groups of 15-20 children according to their education  levels. They are taught English , hindi and maths. All children attending the education centre are also given exposure to basic computer literacy and education. 

In addition to teaching the children during the period October to December a two week  art & craft workshop was conducted for them.

In November a dance competition was held for the children. The children participated with a lot of enthusiasm and put up many performances. The participants were divided into different age groups and prizes given in each age group.

In December the children were taken for a day long picnic. They thoroughly enjoyed the bus ride along with all the eats, fun & games. The children made paintings   on the picnic and the older children also wrote an essay about their picnic & enjoyable outing.

Some of the case studies of the children are given below.

Poonam is 10 years old and does not go to school. Attending classes at our Centre is her only experience of school life. She is the youngest sibling in a family of 7 and works as a day maid in a residential colony nearby. She loves dancing like most girls her age and wants to become a teacher one day. 

Shruti, aged 9 years is a bright child and attends the government school nearby. Her mother works as a laborer while her father is a rickshaw puller, since both her parents are illiterate and so are unable to help  her she attends our Centre to study & understand her lessons.
