Quarterly Report (January 2006-March 2006)

of Welfare Activities undertaken by 

Amba Foundation at its Centers in Delhi, India

Health Center Activities:

For the period 1st January 2006 to 31st March 2006 over 2,660 patients have been treated by our doctor at the health center/dispensary. The patients coming from poor communities living in urban slums around our Health Centre were treated for a variety of diseases such as fevers& infections, bronchitis, allergies, liver aliments and aches & pains.
The patients visiting our Center are not only poor but illiterate also. Often they do not have proper knowledge of the problems and how the treatment has to be done. Our Counselors help and guide such patients to understand the disease and follow the treatment correctly. Some of the case studies of patients are given below.

A seven month baby girl named Asha was treated by our doctor. She was extremely weak and underweight and was diagnosed to be lactose intolerant. Various tests were advised for the child and she was subsequently treated for her problem and the mother was advised to put the child on a feed of rice water & chicken stock.

Another patient, a young girl of 11 years had come from her village in north India to visit her grand mother. Her grandmother brought her to our health Centre since she was very pale and thin. The patient was advised stool & blood tests and was found to be Anemic and suffering from Hook worms. She was treated for it and also given a course of folic acid. The girl has recovered well and has gone back to her village.

Education Center Activities:

The Children attending the education center are in the age group 4-14 years. Majority of the children are school going while some of them have never been to school and only attend our Center.

The children are divided into groups of 15-20 children according to their education  levels. They are taught English , hindi and maths. All children attending the education centre are also given exposure to basic computer literacy and education. 

The months of January and February are study time for these children especially because they have their final exams in the first half of March. During this period our efforts at the Centre are concentrated towards bringing up the children to a level of study & understanding such that they are able to pass their exams and be promoted to the next class in their school. During these months the children were given mock tests and revisions to prepare them for their exams.

All the children at our centre who are attending regular school had a cent per cent pass result. Some of the children showed great improvement over their previous results while some of the older children did not perform well in Mathematics or science.

After exams its fun times for the children so an art & craft workshop and an English speaking workshop was conducted for them in the third week of march.

Some of the case studies of the children attending our Education Centre are given below.

Vishal age 10 years has been coming to our Centre since the last 2 years. His mother does casual work in people’s home while his father is a daily wage worker. When the child came to us he was suffering from mental disturbance and had epileptic attacks. He 

was missing school due to his illness and was unable to cope with his studies. Due to economic hardship the parents were unable to get him treated. Amba Foundation not only funded his treatment and tests in the Hospital but also counseled the parents on how to 

help the child overcome his problems. After being treated Vishal is today a cheerful child who comes regularly to our center and has shown good result in his school exams.

Gulfam age 10 years has been coming to our education center since the last 2 years. He belongs to a poor family where his father is a tailor and works hard to feed a family of 6 members.

His mother looks after the children and also assists her husband in his work to earn a living. Gulfam was a pale and thin child and was lethargic and slow in his pick up. He was examined by our doctor and was treated for anemia. He was put on a regular iron tonic and has now regained his health and has also shown improvement in his studies. He passed his exams and has recently been promoted to grade 5.
